Mumbai hotels struggle to make room for guests

Online travel agents witnessed a deluge of cancellations of flight bookings to and from
Mumbai following incessant rains on Tuesday, while hotels in the city scrambled to
accommodate last-minute guests. Hotels close to the airport including Ibis, Sahara Star
and Orchid were full and were unable to accept new bookings. The international
airport zone has 700-1,000 rooms across hotel categories.
