• Korlai Indo-Portuguese aka Kristi- a 
creole language spoken at Korlai
village in Alibaug, Konkan

• Base language is Portuguese

• Spoken by less than 1,000 Luso-
Indian Christians

• Language also called as Korlai Creole 
Portuguese, Korlai Portuguese, or Nou 
Ling

Korlai village
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 Ganjifa cards are hand-painted playing 
cards (circular or rectangular in shape)

 A deck of 96 or 106 cards

 The art was brought to Maharashtra 
about 350 years ago from Persia

 Art practiced in Kudal village, Sindhudurg

 Himroo fabric was brought to Aurangabad 
during Mohammad Tuglaq’s reign

 Fabric made of silk & cotton (sarees, shawl, 
stole etc.)

 Himroo is still weaved in handloom factories 
of Aurangabad
